their rights under the NLRB Act. All employers must post
the notice by November 14, 2011
The mandatory posting will be included on the all-in-
one Kentucky and federal labor posters that you can pur-
chase us at a discounted price. To place your preorder**
choose one of the options below:
Order online with credit card - click here to place
your preorder. Order via email, and we can invoice you
— click here to send an email with the quantity that you
wish to order, type (laminated or non-laminated) and
where you want them shipped. Don't forget to mention you
are members of our chamber.
Failure to post the notice may be treated as an unfair
labor practice under the NLRB Act.

THE LAST OF THE MARWARI

Kentucky Horse Park Receives Last

of Exotic Marwari Horses in North

America

The Kentucky Horse Park welcomes
four rare Marwari horses on permanent
loan from Francesca Kelly, who imports
this breed from India. The horses
came from Kelly's farm on Chappaquiddick Island off the
coast of Massachusetts. The Kentucky Horse Park is
very proud to be chosen as the keeper of the last, precious
band of these rare equines on this continent.

The Marwari horse was used hundreds of years ago as
warhorses known for their extreme endurance. The Mar-
wari are considered very brave and athletic horses. They
are attentive and pick things up quickly through their
senses. The most noted fact about this breed is their ex-
tremely distinct ears. The ears curve inward and some-
times touch or overlap when in front position. The ears
are the main characteristic that the registry uses to judge
this breed. Visitors at the park during last year's Alltech
FEI World Equestrian Games watched "tent pegging"
demonstrations.
